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Mr. Joel Leidy of the Delaware Department of Transportation 
was present to discuss a report from the Delaware Route 1 
Working Group containing recommendations to improve Route 1 
from Five Points to Rehoboth Beach. The working group was 
created in January, 1995, to develop solutions to improve 
safety and traffic mobility within the corridor. Mr. Leidy 
reviewed the following ten recommendations outlined in the 
report: 

Recommendation 1: Develop a Corridor Overlay Zone. 

Recommendation 2: Reduce Speed Limits and More Strictly 
Enforce Traffic Regulations. 

Recommendation 3: Create Dedicated Traffic Lane for 
Emergency Vehicles. 

Recommendation 4: Develop an Ultimate Plan. 

Recommendation 5: Remove Flashing Red Arrow Signals and 
Conduct Study of Traffic Signalization 
and Signage. 

Recommendation 6: Develop Public Transportation Plan. 

Recommendation 7: Discourage Pedestrian Crossings of Route 
1 until Ultimate Plan is Developed. 

Recommendation 8: Improve Lighting at Key Intersections. 

Recommendation 9: Consider All Recommendations Prior to 
Taking Action on Permit Requests. 

Recommendation 10: Develop Public Safety Program. 

The Route 1 Working Group is urging the State and the County 
to consider the recommendations contained in the report and 
work quickly toward implementing them. 

Mr. Stickels, County Administrator, reviewed the following 
information in his County Administrator's Report: 

1. Power Outage 

The Emergency Operations Center wants to remind the 
public that homes and businesses that lose power should 
not call 911. As a result of temperatures in excess 
of 100 degrees on Saturday, July 15, 1995, the Emergency 
Operations Center received hundreds of calls from residents 
who had lost their power. These non-emergency calls on 911 
tie up lines and delay 911 calls from being received by the 
dispatchers. Residents should become familiar with their 
individual power companies and have their emergency numbers 
available.

3. West Rehoboth Expansion of the Dewey Beach Sanitary Sewer 
District 

County Council members will be touring the West Rehoboth 
Expansion of the Dewey Beach Sanitary Sewer District on 
Thursday, July 20, 1995, starting at 10:00 a.m. Included 
in the tour will be representatives from George, Miles & 
Buhr, Rural Economic and Community Development and the 
Department of Natural Resources. Council members will be 
visiting different construction sites that include col­
lection lines, transmission lines and the treatment plant. 
The tour will start from the parking lot at the Courthouse 
in Georgetown at 10:00 a.m. The first stop will be the 
treatment plant at approximately 10:30 a.m. 

4. Subdivision Approval 

Please be advised that the Planning and Zoning Commission 
gave approval of Matlinds Estate Subdivision on Thursday, 
June 22, 1995. The subdivision is located on the northwest 
side of Road 206, 550 feet southwest of State Route One 
in the Cedar Neck Hundred. The subdivision consists of 
43.3± acres, subdivided into 55 single family residential 
lots. The roadway will be private and the homes will be 
served with individual on-site well and septic systems. 

Mr. Baker, Finance Director, and Mr. Collins, Director of 
Utility Billing, were present to discuss West Rehoboth Sewer 
capitalization fee bills. Beginning July 22, 1995, the Sussex 
County Utility Billing Division will begin mailing bills to 
landowners in the West Rehoboth sewer service area for capital­
ization fees. These bills will be mailed solely to landowners. 
Tenants who rent at mobile home parks will not receive capital­
ization fee bills. The fee is a one-time charge to be used to 
pay for collection system construction costs of the West Reho­
both Sewer Project. Based on the square footage of the land 
parcel, the charges will be as follows: 

10,000 square feet and more 
5,001 through 9,999 square feet 
5,000 square feet and less 

$ 500 
$ 375 
$ 250 
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The capitalization fee will be due from residents prior to 
hook-up to the sewer system. Sewer system hook-up will not be 
permitted until completion of the project, which is anticipated 
to be approximately December 1, 1995, at the earliest. There­
after, residents will have one year to hook-up to the sewer 
system. This fee will be due prior to hook-up to the system, 
approximately December 1, 1996, at the latest. For unimproved 
lots, the capitalization fee bill will be due approximately 
December 1, 1996. For new construction, this fee will be due 
upon obtaining a County building permit; for property transfers, 
the fee is payable at settlement. The County is sending out 
these invoices now to provide ample time for residents to make 
plans for payment of the bills. 

Mr. Izzo, Director of Public Works, advised Council that on 
July 3, 1995, the County received an invoice from the Environ­
mental Protection Agency in the amount of $344,121.61. An 
itemized cost summary report was distributed to Council for 
review and discussion, as follows:

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It was noted that the purpose of the invoice is to reimburse 
the EPA for costs that they incurred while overseeing the work 
that the County and it's consultants did during the performance 
of the Remedial Investigation/Feasibility Study at the Laurel 
Landfill site. Mr. Izzo, Director of Public Works, and Mr. 
Stickels, County Administrator, expressed their concerns re­
garding the invoice; of particular concern was (1) no supporting 
documentation, (2) the salaries incurred by the EPA and (3) the 
two listed contractors - CH2M Hill (Central), Inc. and Lockheed 
Engineering & Sciences Company. Mr. Izzo advised that no one 
recalls these consultants doing any work on the project. Given 
the concerns regarding the July 3, 1995, invoice, Mr. Izzo has 
written the EPA requesting supporting documentation and Mr. 
Stickels has written Mr. McCabe, newly appointed Regional 
Administrator of the EPA Region 3, requesting (1) that any 
points of contention that may arise be reasonably considered 
and (2) some form of discount be considered. 

A Public Hearing was held on the Proposed Ordinance entitled 
"AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF REVENUE OBLIGATIONS 
OF SUSSEX COUNTY FOR THE FINANCING AND REFINANCING OF THE CON­
STRUCTION AND EQUIPPING OF THE WEST REHOBOTH EXTENSION OF THE 
DEWEY BEACH SANITARY SEWER DISTRICT; AND AUTHORIZING ALL 
NECESSARY ACTION IN CONNECTION THEREWITH". Mr. Baker, Finance 
Director; Mr. Salmons of Potter, Anderson & Corroon; and Mr. 
Gefaell of Corby North Bridge Securities, reviewed the Proposed 
Ordinance. The Proposed Ordinance, if adopted, will enable 
the County to refinance West Rehoboth Wastewater Revenue Bonds. 
The refinancing of the bonds will result in a savings to the 
County. Savings will be approximately three percent of bond 
principal refunded and will exceed all financing costs. Mr. 
Salmons and Mr. Gefaell have recommended that the County take 
the necessary steps to get into position to refinance the 
bonds. There were no public comments and the Public Hearing 
was closed.

OF THE WEST REHOBOTH EXTENSION OF THE DEWEY BEACH SANITARY 
SEWER DISTRICT; AND AUTHORIZING ALL NECESSARY ACTION IN 
CONNECTION THEREWITH".

Mr. Milligan, Supervisor of the Building Code Department, 
and Mr. Dempsey, Chief Inspector for First State Inspection 
Agency, Inc., reviewed the major changes in the CABO One and 
Two Family Dwelling Code Book. Mr. Milligan advised that 
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the CABO Code has major changes every three years and a new 
Code Book is published every three years. A proposal to 
implement the changes, effective April 1, 1996, was presented 
to Council for consideration. Mr. Milligan advised Council 
that the Ordinance requires implementation of the Code changes, 
as published.

A Motion was made by Mr. Cole, seconded by Mr. Collins, based 
on the recommendation of the Sussex County Engineering Depart­
ment, that the Sussex County Council authorizes the Council 
President to issue Change Order No. 1, for the South Coastal 
Regional Wastewater Facility Roof Replacement Contract, Project 
No. 94-10, to Quality Exteriors, for the replacement of 300 
square feet of deck insulation at a unit price of $3.29 per 
square foot. This proposal increases the contract by $987.00, 
thereby increasing the contract amount to $29,046.40.

however, due to the fact that the area was expanded to 
include many sub-divisions, mobile home parks, etc ... , the 
referendum was defeated. The current request is solely for 
the town limits of Ocean View. 

A Motion was made by Mr. Benson, seconded by Cole, that the 
Sussex County Council approves the preparation and circula­
tion of petitions to submit the question of organizing a 
sanitary sewer district to include the Town of Ocean View 
to a vote of elections in that district.

At that time, 
it was the consensus of Council to see what the Town of 
Millsboro's position is prior to any action being taken. 
Mr. Archut reported that he has spoke with the Town Manager 
of the Town of Millsboro and he has been advised they are not 
interested in providing sanitary sewer service to areas that 
are not annexed by the Town. It was noted that Colonial 
Estates Manufactured Home Park, which is in close proximity 
to Possum Point, has previously expressed interest in re­
ceiving sanitary sewer service. 

A Motion was made by Mr. Collins, seconded by Mr. Benson, 
that the Sussex County Council approves the preparation and 
circulation of petitions to submit the question of organizing 
a sanitary sewer district to include Possum Point and Colonial 
Estates to a vote of electors in that district.
