Mr. Stickels, County Administrator, reported that D & J 
Recycling, Milford has agreed to accept plastic milk bottles, 
two liter soda bottles, and aluminum soda cans at the County 
Transfer Stations. Participants are asked to remove lids 
from containers before placing them in the designated 
receptacles. There will be no charge involved and no income 
received by the County for this. County savings will be 
realized by less weight being transferred from Transfer 
Stations to the Delaware Solid Waste Authority. Each ton 
of plastic and aluminum that is recycled will save a tipping 
fee of $38.11. Residents are encouraged to participate 
in the program. The continuation of the free service provided 
at the Transfer Stations could be influenced by residents' 
decision to help in eliminating County costs. Signs are 
being prepared for installation at each Transfer Station 
for the convenience of users. 

The possibility of recycling oil was again discussed. A 
means of disposal that would not place the County at 
considerable risk has not been found, however, the search 
continues. 

Councilman Cole questioned 
with D & J Recycling and 
agreement for this.

recommended the adoption of an 

Mr. Kenneth S. Bock, Administrator, Delaware Authority for 
Specialized Transportation (DAST), was present. He discussed 
available funding for the specialized transportation services 
for the elderly and handicapped in Sussex County. He reviewed 
proposed allocations for the agencies involved. Monies 
allocated can be used only for transportation needs. 
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Councilman Stevenson reported considerable feedback from 
constituents being served by independent senior centers. 
They question the prerequisite that their acceptance of 
meals, prepared and transported from a central location 
within the County by Cheer, controls their eligibility for 
rece1v1ng transportation funds. Mr. Bock was aware of 
this nutritional problem.

The terms of the contract 
require the Consultant to have all work completed by July 31, 
1990. The Plan was completed and presented by Whitman, 
Requardt and Associates at the official Public Hearing of 
the Planning and Zoning Commission on June 21, 1990 for 
the Commission's recommendations. Due to poor attendance 
at the Public Hearing, the record was kept open for thirty 
(30) days for public comments. The Commission will be meeting 
Thursday, July 26, 1990, and will consider the Proposed 
Plan again at that time. Since the Commission has not made 
their recommendations, the Plan cannot be completed by the 
specified time of the contract. Whitman, Requardt and 
Associates have asked the County for an extension of sixty 
(60) days, due to unavoidable delays, to complete the Plan. 
The County Administrator and Director of Planning and Zoning 
both agree that this is a reasonable request and should 
be granted.
